7. Stoneleigh Park Events

Nothing new to report. The Parish Council still asks that residents report any issues to WDC and the PC.

8. HS2 Update

The Chair reported he had received an email from Sara Louise concerning the planned new roundabout for the relocated Rugby Farmers Market was now not being built by HS2. The temporary lights at the B4115 crossroads will remain for the foreseeable future which will in turn delay the closure of the Birmingham Road. However, they will be proceeding with the compound extension as this doesn’t require the roundabout along with the temporary T junction that will help provide a one-way system into and out of the compound. In via the B4115 Ashow Road and out onto the Stoneleigh Road. Cllr Redford stated he had already expressed concerns with these proposals and would be meeting with HS2 and BBV on Monday the 15th July. The Parish Council will seek further clarity in order to share with residents.

The Chair also reported that two pairs of traffic data loops have been installed on Birmingham Road within the village, no one seems to know who has put them there or why they have been installed. It was felt they might be there in connection with the request to investigate a 20mph speed limit through the village. Cllr Redford agreed to try and establish who had installed them and why.

9. South Warwickshire Local Plan

Cllr P Redford is still trying to establish why most Parish Councils were not invited to attend a recent meeting. They are looking to hold the meeting again in October / November. Cllr Redford has the slides from the session but without the commentary suggested they are not a lot of use.

10. Neighbourhood Plan

The draft plan has been sent to us by Your Locale. Just need a few more photos and some comments on renewable energy. Cllr Astle has been in touch with Gary and offered to get some more photos. So, we are almost there. The draft reads well, and we will see what we have to do next to move the plan on.

11. Water Testing

The Chair has submitted an application to the Warwick Rural East Forum for a small grant of £200. If successful, this will complete the funding needed and we can then hopefully start testing the rivers in the autumn.
 
12. Masterplanning Framework for Land to the North and East of Kenilworth/South of Coventry

The next meeting is planned for October, details to follow.

13. A46 Stoneleigh Road Junction Improvement Scheme

The Chair reported that there had been little progress on the scheme, three main pieces of work are still too complete, the new parapet on the old bridge, the new advanced direction signs on the approaches to the junction on the A46 itself and completing the new bridge. All three are progressing but extremely slowly. Restarting the new bridge hopefully in October. 

14. Birmingham Road Closure Update

See HS2 update (Item 8 above) for news on the temporary traffic lights at the B4113 Ashow Road.


15. Crewe Lane

Cllr Rolli raised the issue once again about the state of Crewe Lane. Cllr Rolli has been in touch with Cllr Tracy Drew and the County Council Surveyor, and it has been suggested that as long as it is kept safe there is little more, they can do whilst the development at Stoneleigh Views continues. (the developer at Stoneleigh Views has been emailed by the County Council but they don’t want to engage).

We asked anyone witnessing errant lorries in Crewe Lane to try and (safely) obtain photos and registration numbers where possible and share with the Parish Council and Warwickshire County Council.

Cllr Rolli also reported that there were also reports of lorries marked as HS2 using Crewe Lane, something they are not allowed to do. Cllr Redford said he would pick this up at his meeting with HS2/BBV on Monday 15th July.
16. Stare Bridge and B4113 Footpath Update

Cllr P Redford reported there was sadly nothing new to report. HS2/WCC have suggested that the verges alongside the B4113 are not wide enough to accommodate a footway, whilst we disagree it seems we are powerless to move this forward.

Jeremy Wright MP has said he will be rearranging his forum in Kenilworth in the autumn.

17. State of disrepair C32/B4115 Crossroads

Cllr Hancox is to meet with Cllr W Redford (WCC) to plan a site visit.

18. Updates from Warwickshire police, WCC Cllr Redford and WDC Councillors P Redford and J Payne

Warwickshire Police

Cllr J Astle attended the Police liaison meeting on 17th June. Nothing new to report.

Cllr W Redford reported that two Parish Councils had received emails to say that due to work pressures the police would be unable to carry out speed checks and other village enforcement duties for the foreseeable future. Cllr Hancox reported that Stoneleigh and Ashow had received the same email and ours also contained the numbers of HGV’s that had been stopped and on occasions ticketed for ignoring the 2.5 tonne weight limit. The numbers on the days checked by the police we don’t believe reflect the issue.

Cllr W Redford reminded the parish that the Community Grant scheme was soon to close so if anyone wants to apply, they need to be quick and get their request into Alistair Rigby.

Cllr W Redford also reported that the consultation on the future shape of the Warwickshire Fire Service has been concluded. The main change was that 5 stations ear marked for closure will now actually be staffed from 09:00 to 18:00 by full professional crews. These stations have been saved by the public responding to the consultation. This now needs to be ratified by the Fire Brigade Unions so it is unlikely that any changes will take place before 2025 and likely then implemented over a 2-year period. The full report is available for the public to read via the WCC website.

Cllr P Redford reported that the new administration was looking to move a lot of their green policies forward, this is likely to be a very expensive project so watch this space.

Cllr P Redford also reported that “No Mow May” was now over and the councils’ contractors were looking to catch up on the grass cutting around the district. There are issues being identified as a result of not cutting the grass, such as litter getting caught in the longer grass and then being shredded by the mowers making the verges look even more unsightly. The council are reviewing if “No Mow May” has been a success or not.

Cllr J Payne reported that the council were saying there would be money available for community projects as a result of retaining a % of the business rates collected. These need to be local growth initiatives and Parish Councils can put forward suggestions for projects. Successful projects are likely to be construction related to try and boost employment.

Cllr Payne asked the parish to consider if there were any projects we wanted to put forward let him know.

Cllr Payne asked if we had any contacts for Stoneleigh Park and / or Stoneleigh Park Events, we explained how the relationship currently works and provided the name of Richard Wood for Stoneleigh Park. He is also trying to talk to HS2 about their safety fund, Cllr Redford pointed out the safety fund is managed between HS2 and WCC.

19. Correspondence

Email from Gill Robson, apologies for nonattendance. Also asking for an update on various issues along the Birmingham Road (vehicle activated sign, road closure, what have the data loops been installed for). Cllr Hancox said he would be replying to Gill and would write to Cllr Redford about the speed sign.

Email about the kerb stones along Vicarage Road, parking on the footway is damaging the kerbs along the edge of the road. Residents are usually advised to report such issues on the highway’s website, however Cllr Redford offered to report this for us.

20. Questions to Chairman

Cllr Payne had missed the first part of the meeting and asked a question about a planning application regarding the change of use for the Meadows Hut. The Chair outlined the discussion that had occurred earlier in these minutes under the planning section.

21. Date of Next Meeting

The date of the next meeting is the 12th of September, 19:00 at Stoneleigh Village Hall.

22. Closure

The meeting was called to a close at 8.28pm.
